
Oberon,King of the Fairies, has quarrelled with Titania, hid
Queen over the possession of a changeling boy whom Titania refuses tp
relinquish. Oberon orders Puck to gather a plant whose juice when
squeezed on the eyes of someone asleep, will cause that person to fall
in love with the first creature seen when waking up.

Oberon uses the juice on Titania and tells Puck to use it on
Demetrius so that he might be reconciled with Helena. But Puck makes a
mistake and annoints the eyes of Lysander.The first creature he sees on
waking is Helena, with whom he promptly falls in love.

Bottom and his friends meet in the woods to rehearse but when he
exits, his head is transformed into that of an ass by Puck. Titania
awakes and sees Bottom, falling instantly and rapturously in love with
an ass. Oberon is pleased with this turn of events and to rectify the
plight of the other lovers, squeezes the juice into Demetrius' eyes who
also see Helena on waking up. With both men claining their ardent and
undying love for her, Helena is amazed and Hermia furious but Puck lifts
the spell and the four lovers are happily paired off. Titania's spell is
lifted as well and she is reconciled with Oberon.

The three mortal couples are married and as part of
celebration. Bottom and his troupe perform their play.

Egeus comes to Theseus with his daughter,Hermia who he insists
should marry Demetrius. She is in love with Lysander and has refused to
obey her father. The Duke orders Hermia either to obey her father or
face the punishment of entering a convent or death.

Instead Hermia and Lysander decide to elope. They confide
their plans to Helena, Hermia's friend who is in love with Demetrius. In
an effort to win back his love, Helena informs Demetrius of the intended
flight. They each follow the couple into the woods.

Bottom the Weaver and his friends meet to prepare a play - The
Tragedy of Pyramus and Thisbe - to be performed at the wedding of the
Duke to Hippolyta.' They go into the woods to rehearse.
